A Shift to Governance

The CWC Board is changing the way it does business. These changes may be
subtle to the casual observer but will have a significant impact as we go forward.

The Board has committed to move from a ‘management’ to a ‘governance’ style
of leadership. Simply put, a management style of leadership oversees the month to
month operation of the school, making policy decisions, and reviewing the work of
the various committees. A weakness of this approach is that it deals merely with the
here and now and rarely makes time for future planning and visionary thinking. A
governance style is more focused on looking toward the future. A Board should be
looking two, three and even five years forward as it considers its decisions. According
to recent studies, exceptional boards allocate time to what matters most and
continuously engage in strategic thinking to hone the organization’s direction. Board
meetings will still include time for committee reports and policy decisions. However,
there will be more focus in our meetings for discussing the direction of the school as
it relates to curriculum, enrollment, mission and vision.

It will take some time for these changes to become fully implemented. This
process of change began with our reaccreditation experience this past spring and was
fueled by a CSI Board Workshop attended by five CWC board members held at
Trinity Christian College in early November. It became obvious that an emphasis on
strategic planning and an intentional focus on the school’s mission and vision will
benefit the education offered at CWC. Just last week, the CWC Board spent a
Saturday morning discussing several topics important to our school as we look
forward. These topics included:

A review of our School Improvement Plan

Examining what a CWC graduate should “look like”

The relationship between CWC and the communities it serves

Method of leadership: Management or Governance?

It is our prayer that in changing to a governance model of leadership the Board
will be in a better position to provide excellent Christ-centered education for this
year and many years to come and to equip itself to share the good gift of Christian
Schooling to those families who seek it. In all this, the Board, staff, students and
school society continue to rely on God and His kingdom plans for CWC.

Sportsmanship and You

With the fall season behind us and basketball
swinging into gear, it is always a good time to
reflect on the excitement and passion that the
winter sports season brings out of us. Once again this fall we received
outstanding sportsmanship ratings through the Trailways Conference
Sportsmanship program. We want this to continue through the basketballs
season as well.

At the recent Wisconsin Athletic Directors’ Association convention,
sportsmanship was a major topic of discussion among athletic administrators
around the state. In general, there seems to be a gradual eroding in fan
behavior, as negative modeling from the professional and college ranks slowly
trickles down to the high school arena as well. As an organization, WADA is
working to target positive behaviors in our gymnasiums and athletic fields. Here
are some interesting tidbits to ponder:

e Students are the best behaved section of our crowds. Most

sportsmanship issues statewide are found in the adult/parent sections.

e Applaud and reward effort with affirmation. The most basic
component of sport is effort; it’s something every child regardless of
talent can bring onto the field or floor. Recognize this when you see it.
No child intentionally is making mistakes, but each are simply trying to
grow in their ability to learn to develop their gifts and talents.

e Be positive about your child and the children of others. Negative
comments about and to the kids on the floor only create more pressure
on the kids and build conflict with parents.

e Begracious in victory and in defeat. The sum total of wins to losses in
the WIAA this year will be 50/50. Every game will have just one
winner on the scoreboard, but how do we handle the overall
experience beyond the scoreboard. The entire game doesn’t hinge on
one play—a missed lay-up in the first quarter counts for the same two
points as one in the final seconds.

o Referees are not perfect, but are doing their job because they love the
game. How many of us would like a crowd of 500 people watching us
do our job each day? It is impossible to see every call (especially when
the best angle is from the bleachers!!)

e How we handle ourselves reflects and leaves an impression on others
about our school. Do our faith-values and our fan-values match up?
Hold each other accountable in quiet, unassuming ways that help us as
a school community grow and become more Christ-like.

The Timothy Fund

In 2008, the Central Wisconsin Christian Board
established the Timothy Fund as a way for honoring God by
partnering, investing, and assisting the growing lives of God’s
Kids. Gifts to the Timothy Fund are disbursed by the
Finance Committee to specific families who have need.

Numerous families have been touched again this year
through gifts to the Timothy Fund. As you consider your
year-end giving, we encourage you to consider an extension
to your Sharing the Abundance gift by supporting a family
through the Timothy Fund. A recipient family may be
suggested by the donor, or the Finance Committee will
designate it to specific families with tuition need.

Living Wills & Directive s Check

As a person approaches end of life decisions, there are
several steps that should be taken to make sure you have
received the right type and level of care. To assist you in
these decisions, most states now permit either an advanced
directive or a living will. These documents are designed to
assist your family and doctors in making the decisions that
you prefer at that time.

There are three important background areas that you
should learn about before entering into senior medical care.
These are the medical oath and principles of your care
providers, created by Congress to ensure your medical
information is protected and the decisions by your state on
the specific document that you use to convey your wishes.

The next portion ties in to advanced directives for your
care. A typical first section is the designation of the person
to make your medical decisions. This individual is
frequently called the healthcare proxy or your agent who
holds a power of attorney for healthcare.
It is also quite common to select a second or third person to
serve if the first person is unable or unwilling to serve.
Part of this section will also explain the level of authority
that you have given. Usually, your healthcare proxy does not
have the authority to make decisions unless, in the view of
your doctor, you are no longer able to make decisions
yourself. However, many forms allow you to sign and
empower that person immediately. The authority of your
healthcare proxy may also extend after you pass away so that
he or she could make appropriate decisions at that time.

Advent is upon us and with it comes the
weekly reminders in our worship services of
the upcoming celebration of Christmas, the
pivot point event of history. Each Sunday in many of our
churches we light a candle, thus increasing the light one
candle at a time until Christmas day when the large, center
white candle gets its chance to burn with the others. Light
abounds!

One of our annual family traditions is to take an
evening and drive around Waupun to look at the displays of
lights, and we head to Randolph to see the musical lighting
display at Sam’s Well Drilling. In our home we have white
lights on the front of our house, lights on our trees, and
lights on our banister. Lights, lights, and more lights for
decoration in a Christmas season.

“The people walking in darkness have seen a great
light; on those living in the land of the shadow of death a
light has dawned.” (Isaiah 9:2)

Isaiah’s words provided the prophesy and predication
that light would come to the darkness. In the captivity
world of this great prophet, hope was hard to come by. The
greatness of God’s chosen people had faded away, carried
off to a foreign land. Solomon’s temple lay in ruins, and
hope of a Messiah seemed distant if not impossible.

Yet in the fullness of God’s time, the Light of Lights
did come. In the darkness of a stable, the Christ-child
made his humble entry into the world. With bright light,
common sheep herders were jolted from their nodding
sleep, the first to hear the news that the King had come. It
was a brightly-lit star in the heavens that guided royalty from
the Far East to the King of Kings. At Christmas, light seems
to be everywhere.

Despite all of the lights around us this year, so many
miss the true Light of the season. To many, Christmas is a
time of busyness in which we can hardly catch our breath.
To others, it is a time of sorrow and sadness for what we
don’t have this year. Contemporary American culture has
softened “Christmas” to “Holiday”, and hidden the Light of
the World.
