This gift has purchased classroom aids, book shelving, technology,
marker boards, audio visuals, transportation, and music equipment not
provided for in our budget. The CWC board is grateful for the generosity
shown by the society over the last several months.

With the hustle and busyness of the
holiday season behind us, we look forward to
the month of January to catch our breath and
hope for things to slow down...and then we
pull out the calendar for a new year and see it
dotted with numerous activities and commitments. Where
was that slow down time again?

Three times in the last week In three distinctively
different contexts I came across the results of a study of
family life in America. The primary focus of the study was
on family meal time, analyzing the number of meals that
families eat together in a given week. While the study was
finalized about a year ago, it seems that the results are now
reaching the mainstream of America, including an
advertising campaign promoting family mealtime.

The Washington State University study (and similar
parallel research) drew a number of conclusions, finding
that kids who take part in family dinner at least five times
per week is one of the most effective ways for parents to
help their children do better in school and in life. Here are
some areas the study found where kids benefit:

(1) They are less likely to struggle with obesity.

(2) They create stronger connections with their
parents—80% of kids said they preferred eating
with their families to eating alone.

(3) They build larger vocabularies—discussions at the
table promote speech and language development
at all ages.

(4) They get better grades in school—a parallel
Columbia University study found teens who
frequently ate with their family were 40% more
likely to be on the honor roll.

(b) They develop fewer eating disorders—even eating
3-4 times per week cuts the likelihood of such
disorders by 50%.

(6) They engage in fewer risky behaviors—the
University of Minnesota found kids who had five
or more family meals per week were 42% less
likely to drink alcohol, 59% less likely to smoke
cigarettes, and 66% less likely to try marijuana.

And this doesn’t even touch the spiritual aspect of
family time. I confess that we often fall short of this mark at
our house. Granted, there are many positive things in
which we and our kids are involved, from school to church
to community. But in the process, are we sacrificing
raluable meal time as a family? When I was a kid,
breakfast was a mandatory family meal/meeting time, a time
in the day that we could get together.

If we all want our kids to be successful, maybe our
meal/devotion time needs to be higher on our priority list!
