Independent Study

Project Proposal and Guidelines

Independent Study Projects are available for junior and senior students who exhibit a great deal of diligence and Christian character.  They are designed so students with an interest in a particular field can learn more about that field of study.  Such projects provide students an opportunity to discover their God-given talents and to use these talents in a positive way.  Since students are able to receive course credit for such classes, it is imperative that they stay on task and spend the appropriate amount of time on their project.  Although some goals stated by the students may not be met, it is essential that each individual strives to meet his/her goals.  Sometimes we learn more by our failures than our successes.  This application is due May 26, 2010.

Criteria:

In order to enroll in this program, students must meet the following criteria:


1)
Minimum Effort grade average of 3.5.


2)
Minimum Citizenship grade average of S.


3)
Minimum number of completed credits of 15.


4)
Maximum of one study hall beside the Independent study time period.


5)
Complete the Project Proposal Questions completely and have it signed by your project advisor and Mr. Halma, Independent Study coordinator.  

In order to receive credit for this course, the student must complete each of the following three tasks:

1) 
Keep a daily log.

2) 
Handing in the completed product(s).

3) 
Writing a final paper.
Daily Log:

In addition to completing this proposal, each student will keep a daily log.  This log must be thorough and complete and must be turned into your advisor on a weekly basis.  Each day you will write a paragraph about what you did, what you learned, or what you found interesting that day.  We realize that it may be difficult to write a great deal on certain days; however, you must reflect on what took place on that particular day.  At the end of the week, we would like you to write a paragraph or two summarizing your week’s work.  This summary should include your reflection on how your work is affected or influenced by your Christianity.  These logs will be handed in on a weekly basis.  It is recommended that you use a word processor for this log.


Final Product:

Near the completion of this course, you will be required to hand in your final product(s) to your advisor.  This may include a collection of work done on tutorials, a final finished product, or some other product as approved by your advisor.  


Final Paper:

Finally, each student working on an Independent Study Project must turn in a paper at the end of the semester.  The guidelines for this paper will be supplied as the time draws near.  Your project advisor and the Internship director will collaborate in order to grade your work.
